Romans 3:24-26,  
24  being justified as a gift by His grace through the redemption 
which is in Christ Jesus;  
25  whom God displayed publicly as a propitiation in his blood 
through faith. This was to demonstrate His righteousness 
because in the forbearance of  God He passed over the sins 
previously committed;  
26  for the demonstration, I say, of  His righteousness at the 
present time, so that He would be just and the justifier of  the one 
WHO HAS FAITH IN JESUS. (emphasis mine)

Romans 5:6-11,  
6  knowing this, that our old self  was crucified with HIm, in order 
that our body of  sin might be done away with, so that we would 
not longer be slaves to sin; 
7  for he who has died is freed from sin. 
8  Now if  we have died with Christ, we believe that we shall also 
live with Him, 
9  knowing that Christ, having been raised from the dead is never 
to die again; death is no linger master over Him. 
10  For the death that He died, He died to sin once for all; but the 
life that He lives, He lives to God 
11  Even so consider yourselves to be dead to sin, but alive to 
God in CHRIST JESUS

- Jesus was scourged 
- Despite Pilate’s efforts to release, Jesus handed over to 

be crucified 
- Jesus crucified on the cross

with you before I suffer; 16  for I say to you, I shall never 
again eat it until it is fulfilled in the kingdom of  God. 17  
And when He had taken a cup and given thanks , He said, 
Take this and share it among yourselves; 18  for I say to 
you, I will not drink of  the fruit of  the vine from now on 
until the kingdom of  God comes. 19  And when He had 
taken some bread and given thanks, He broke it and gave 
it to them, saying, “This is My body which is given for you; 
do this in remembrance of  Me;” 20  And in the same way 
He took the cup after they had eaten, saying, “This cup 
which is poured out for you is the new covenant in My 
blood.”
